About the school site

The sehoal, In Stockwell Ward, hes a 60 metre frontage onte Clapham
Road (A3), but is set back from the road - this area is made up of grass
and mature trees, and vacant commercial premises. The remainder of the
site Is surrounded by housing.

Part of the site Is within Stockwell Park Conservation Area and the
boundary of this conservation area runs aiong two of the school
boundaries. In acdition, there are a number of listed residential bulidings,
adjoining or backing on to the school site in Stockwell Park Crescent and
Stockwell Park Road.

The current sehool bulldings are of varying helghts. The main buiding, in
the centre of the site, s seven storeys high and Is surrounded by hard
suriace play areas, grass and mature frees.

At the back, close to houses In Stookwell Park Crescent there s a two
storey technology block and a recently refurbished indoor swimming pool
ithin a complex that also contains two gyms. Within the consenvation area
lles o bulldings - the: schaol keepers house and a single storey school
building.

The school site is the size of about five football pitches (2.5 hectares).

Lambeth Council is looking to rebuild
Stockwell Park High School as part of
the Government’s Building Schools for
the Future Programme.

The new school will provide additional
school places and a school with better
and more modern facilities.

Lambeth Planning Services has prepared
a document called a Draft Development
Brief to guide the development of the new
school. The brief takes into account the
planning policies of the Revised Deposit
Unitary Development Plan 2004 that are
relevant to the site.

The current buildings have a number of
problems that cannot be easily put right,
and the Council has decided that it would
be best to rebuild the school.

Rebuilding will also enable the new school
to provide additional places, up to 1315.
There will be 1200 places for young
people aged 11-16; fifteen places for
children with Autistic Spectrum Disorder
special educational needs; and a 100
place sixth form.

Your views

application.
