New procedure for monitoring attendance of Lambeth looked after pupils

The department has been using the company, Welfare Call, to collect and submit regular reports on the school attendance of LAC. 

Recently, a new procedure has been introduced to ensure these reports are submitted to Senior Information Support Assistants for each service. These officers distributed reports to social work teams in their service. Attendance reports are now received weekly by social workers, fortnightly by team managers and monthly by service and other senior managers.
This has been introduced to enable more timely intervention for children with higher than average absence, as well as closer monitoring of this key indicator of LAC performance.
