Approval process

Previously circulated with the papers were reports for the Lambeth Cabinet (meeting date 27th July) and the Lambeth Health and Adults Services Scrutiny Sub-Committee (meeting date 16th July).  BS informed the group of the purpose of these groups and the process they are involved in with relation to final approval of the strategy.  The board had the opportunity to run through both papers in detail.   Final approval will be given at the September meeting of the Lambeth First Board and the strategy will be formally launched during the Celebrating Age Festival in October.
There are also a range of other internal processes that the Lambeth First partners will need to go through and these will need to be completed before the final deadline of late August 2009.

Delivery Plan

Prioritisation and board structure
The new strategy will be launched during Celebrating Age Festival in October and will cover October 2009 to October 2014.
