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Ten street crime wardens are now patrolling in St Leonards - aiming to reduce crime, and
people’s fear of crime, by reporting anti-social behaviour, vandalism and other criminal activity.

Wardens and rangers hit the streets

Their duties include observing, recording and
reporting abandoned vehicles, graffiti, fly-
tipping and litter, providing an escort and
visiting service for vulnerable groups, offering
advice and information on council services,
acting as professional witnesses if crimes are
committed, responding to reports and requests
from residents, and encouraging community
partnerships and participation in community
services.

All wardens carry mobile phones so that they
can keep in touch with their office in Crown
Lane, Streatham Common North, and will work
flexible shifts from Monday to Saturday
between 8am and 10pm. They wear green
shirts and sweatshirts with fluorescent yellow
jackets, and a ‘St Leonards Street Crime
Warden’ badge. To contact a warden please

The wardens will complement the Streatham
community rangers already patrolling on the
Leigham Court, Streatham Hill and Sackville
Estates.

the Sophie Centre

The Sophie Centre is an inclusive pre-school
based in the grounds of Dunraven Secondary
School, originally set up by Janice McDonald in
her own front room, because she experienced
discrimination and inadequate play facilities for
her daughter Sophie, who has Down’s
Syndrome.

Today we are the only pre-school in the South
of Lambeth that is fully inclusive; our ratio is
50/50 of children with/without disabilities. We
are currently awaiting Quality Assurance
Accreditation with the Pre-School Learning
Alliance. This will make us the first and only
pre-school in the whole of Lambeth that has
received this quality mark.

A typical session fee is only £3 and a
concessionary fee £2. We currently run five
morning sessions per week Monday to Friday
from 10am-12.30pm. Children can only attend
a maximum of 3 sessions per week, but we are
planning to provide afternoon sessions from
January and thus offer children up to five
sessions per week.

We are run and managed by a voluntary
management committee made up of past and
present parents and carers. Grants from
Lambeth Council cover some of our costs but
we are always on the lookout for more sources
of funding!
