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Swim Free and Play Tennis
Free in Lambeth
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What does this mean?

This means that from April 2009
children and young people aged 16
and under and people aged 60 and
over, can swim at Lambeth leisure
centres and play tennis in Lambeth’s
parks for free.

If you have a disability you can also
Swim Free in our pools with a
concessionary membership card.

What does this let me do?

If you are 16 and under you can:

e Swim Free outside school hours
during general public swimming
times

¢ Play tennis for free, outside
school hours, in Lambeth’s parks,
excluding Kennington Park and
Clapham Common

If you are 60 and over you can:

e Swim Free during general public
swimming times

e Book one course of swimming
lessons free

® Book a tennis court and play
tennis for free in Lambeth’s parks,
excluding Kennington Park and
Clapham Common

How do | take up this offer?

You will need to register to obtain a
Swim Free card which will give you free
access to the pools and tennis courts
in Lambeth.

To register please fill in the attached
application form and take it to any of
the leisure centres listed below. If you
have a current and valid leisure centre
membership card, for example a
REAL Plus Junior or REAL Wellness
membership card, you do not need
to register as we will already have
your details.

If you are applying for a Swim Free
card you will need to bring with you
proof of your age.

You will need to present either your
Swim Free card or your membership
card to gain entry to the free swimming
sessions. Use of lockers is free but you
will need a £1 coin to operate them.

Proof of age:

For 16 and under this can be:

¢ A current and valid Oyster card
if you are aged between 11-15
years or a 16+ photo Oyster card
if aged 16 years

¢ A Birth Certificate
¢ A Passport

¢ A |etter from your school on
school headed paper and signed
by the school verifying your age

e For children under 11 years of
age, a parent, guardian, or carer
will be required to sign the Swim
Free card application form
declaring that the child is under
11 years.

For 60 and over this can be:
¢ A Freedom pass

¢ A Passport or any other means
of verifying your age

Swim Free card Terms and Conditions
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1 The Swim Free card is valid for 24 months
from 1 April 2009 to 31 March 2011 for the
term of the Swim Free scheme.

The Swim Free card is the property of the
London Borough of Lambeth and must be
surrendered to the council on demand.

The Swim Free offer is available to people:
* 60 years and over; and
* 16 years and under.

The term ‘Swim Free’ is inclusive of free
swimming at participating swimming pools

in Lambeth and free hire and use of the
tennis courts in Lambeth’s parks excluding
Kennington and Clapham Common for which
there is a charge.

A Swim Free registration form must be
completed and proof of age produced.

Parents of children 16 years and under will
be required to sign the application form on
behalf of their children agreeing to abide by
these Terms and Conditions.

Other means of proof may be requested
to verify age.

The Swim Free offer is available in all public
swimming pools owned by Lambeth Council
except for the Brockwell Park Lido. Free hire
and use of the tennis courts is available at all
tennis courts in Lambeth’s parks except for
Kennington Park and Clapham Common for
which there is a charge.

Cardholders 60 years and over are entitled

to swim during general public sessions, book
and use tennis courts in Lambeth parks
(except Kennington and Clapham Common)
and undertake a course of swimming lessons
free upon presentation of the Swim Free card.
Access to these sessions is subject to
availability as certain date and/or space
restrictions may apply. Swimming programmes
are available on line or from the Lambeth
leisure centres.

10 Cardholders 16 years and under are entitled
to swim during general public sessions, book
and use tennis courts in Lambeth parks
(except Kennington and Clapham Common)
free outside school hours upon presentation
of the Swim Free card. Access to these
sessions is subject to availability as certain
date and/or space restrictions may apply.
Swimming programmes are available on line
or from the Lambeth leisure centres.

11 The Swim Free cardholder must abide by the
rules and conditions in force at the leisure
centres at all times. Use of foul language and
or aggressive or abusive behaviour is not
acceptable and will result in the cardholder
being asked to leave the venue and barred
from future access. The Swim Free card will
subsequently be withdrawn.

12 Falsifying information is an offence and will
result in your card being withdrawn and
possible prosecution.

13 The Swim Free card is not transferable and
can only be used by the person it was issued
to. It can not be exchanged for a cash
equivalent.

14 The full price for the swim must be paid if the
Swim Free card is not presented at the time
of the activity.

15 Cardholders must present their card to a
Park Ranger when requested to verify free
use of the tennis courts. Cardholders may
be asked to leave the court if a card is not
presented when requested by the Park Ranger.

16 If the cardholder turns 17 years within the
term of the Swim Free scheme, the Swim
Free card will automatically expire and
become invalid.

17 Lost or damaged Swim Free cards will incur
a replacement charge of £3.

18 Photocopies or non-original copies of the
Swim Free card will not be accepted.

19 Lambeth leisure centres reserve the right
to refuse entry.

20 Standard Lambeth leisure centre and Swim
Safe guidelines apply at all times.

21 By signing the Swim Free application form,
the holder is accepting these terms and
conditions. Any breach of these terms and
conditions will result in the Swim Free card
being withdrawn.

22 Lambeth Council reserves the right to amend
these terms and conditions as required.
