2007 Key Stage Outcomes 

Secondary - At 22%, the percentage of Lambeth LAC attaining 5 A*-C GCSE passes at the end of year 11 increased for a third consecutive year in 2007. Unfortunately, there was a dip in performance results at Key Stage 3 (Year 9) compared to 12 months ago particularly in Mathematics results.  

Primary – There was a slight dip in performance across all assessment areas at Key Stage 1 (Year 2) in comparison to 12 months ago.  However, outcomes at Key Stage 2 (Year 6) have seen a massive increase from results produced 12 months ago.  
The progress in academic achievement for secondary aged Lambeth LAC over time is favourable especially in comparison to London and national averages. A more detailed outline of key stage results will be published on the team’s web pages in the near future.
Virtual School Sub Groups- Update
LACEAT have been part of the pan London meetings regarding the development of the governments aim to implement Virtual School Heads. The meetings, organised by Government office for London (GOL) provide feedback on the pilots projects for this initiative running in the boroughs of Merton & Greenwich.  Discussion during these meetings suggests this initiative will shape the work of LAC teams in the future.  
The sessions have encouraged London boroughs to work in partnership to address common issues affecting LAC.  This discussion resulted in authorities forming sub groups to cover the issues pertinent to their work. Lambeth is part of the group looking at how issues affecting LAC placed out of borough can be more effectively supported in collaboration.  The group is also looking at developing a pan London PEP and an update on the progress of this and other initiatives will appear in later editions.
