The new Golden Jubilee bridges over the
Thames, partly funded by Lambeth, were
officially opened in the summer by Her Royal
Highness, Princess Alexandra.

The £50 million bridges, designed by Lifschutz
Davidson, are an important new link to
Westminster and the West End and another spur
to the continued regeneration of the South Bank.
They are one of the most challenging civil
engineering projects the capital has seen, and
now provide London with a new visual landmark.

New plans for a safer North Lambeth

A new plan to make North Lambeth safer for living, working and visiting has been agreed by the council and the police.

The North Lambeth Community Safety Action
plan runs until 2005, and will be delivered locally
through the North Lambeth Community Safety
Working Group, including the North Lambeth
Town Centre team, the police and other
partners.

The key targets in the plan are:

< Reducing street crime, burglaries and vehicle
crime in Vassall ward, identified as a priority
ward for crime reduction and neighbourhood
renewal interventions;

< Reducing drug dealing and related crime on
streets and estates, particularly in the Vassall
and Oval wards;

< Reducing street crime and burglaries;

< Reducing anti-social behaviour, particularly
street drinking, aggressive begging and graffiti;
= Youth diversionary activities.

In the first year of the plan, to March next year,
there will be a focus on drug crime, improved
street lighting in identified crime hotspots, work
with young people and programmes to tackle
homophobic crime in the Vauxhall
Cross/Kennington Lane area, crime in and
around Waterloo and Vauxhall stations, rough
sleeping in the Vauxhall/Waterloo areas and the
domestic burglary hot spot in the Vauxhall area.
A project manager will be bid for, and in Vassall
ward new community safety officer Paul
McCann will be taking forward the Vassall Area

Regeneration Group’s plans for reducing crime
in that area.

Says Frances Forrest, North Lambeth Town
Centre Manager: “We know that fear of crime is
a major concern for our residents, with an
impact, on older people especially, almost as
great as crime itself. This plan will offer direct
reassurance, and will bring all the agencies
together to make a real difference to our area.”

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Keep it clean!

Cleaner streets are on the way in South Bank
and Waterloo with the launch of two new state-
of-the-art sweepers which will ensure that the
increasingly busy South Bank riverside walk and
the streets of Waterloo are kept spotless.

Coin Street Community Builders will operate one
of the two sweepers along the riverside walk
from Oxo Tower Wharf to the National Theatre.
The second machine will be used by Lambeth
Council’s Environment Department to tackle
problem areas such as the IMAX subways.

The sweepers are paid for by Waterloo Project
Board which is a regeneration partnership funded
by the London Development Agency.

The team is testing out an
initiative where businesses pay an additional
rate or levy in return for environmental
improvements and support from public
authorities.
