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The local Myatt’s Fields Park
Project Group has won a Heritage
Lottery Fund Project Planning
Grant of £50,000. The award will
help pay for a Conservation
Management Plan for the park, as
well as an access, audience and
training plan. By the end of this
year the group hopes to apply for
a much larger sum of money to
fund long-term regeneration. 

Plans include restoring its
bandstand, roundhouse shelter and
other Victorian features, building a
new one o’clock club and
playground, improving the sports
amenities and developing a nature
garden with wooden structures for

children and benches for the
elderly. Another exciting feature is
the proposed new café with
community rooms, which can be
used for social and educational
activities and provide a meeting
place for local residents.

Saturday, 12 June, 1pm to 5pm,
saw the annual Myatt’s Fields Park
Fair – held for more than eighteen
years as a family occasion with
rides, a Punch & Judy Show,
clown or juggler, stalls from local
groups, live music on the
bandstand, a Tombola, home-
made refreshments, some
fairground rides, a bouncy castle
and other entertainment.

After struggling for a few years to
raise £1 million for a much needed
building, we are finally realising our
dream of a new 'eco' friendly
Learning Centre, which will enable
us to double our intake of local
young people training in horticulture
and woodwork. It will also be
available as a community hall. 

We are already the base for the
London Beekeepers Association
and Kennington Garden Society,
but within a year the building
should be complete and
accessible to many more
community groups. 

The new building will have a
sedum roof, solar panels and wind
power to generate our own
electricity, an IT room, carpentry
workshop and classrooms.

Recently we have had an oak
'Apple Barn' built This will contain
equipment to produce 'Orchard
Bounty' Apple Juice through a
“social firm”, running as a non-
profit business with trainees on 
the committee.

Our annual Open Weekend was on
12 and 13 June, 11am to 4pm, with
tours of the garden, beehive
demonstrations, story-telling, plant
sales, tea and cakes - but visitors are
welcome any time during the week.

Rubbish for recycling is not sorted at the kerbside but
goes into special recycling trucks. And if you’ve ever
wondered what happens next, here’s the answer:

The rubbish is taken to a recycling centre in Kent,
where it’s put into a huge rotating drum – a bit like
a giant washing machine!  Smaller, heavier items
fall through the gaps, leaving mostly paper and
card in the drum.

Everything then moves along a conveyor belt to a
three-stream production line: one for paper, one for
removing paper and card from other waste, and the
third for separating cans, glass and plastic bottles.

Mechanical separators sort the waste even more
using rollers and a shaking process to separate the
materials by size, weight and shape. Magnets and
magnetic fields pick out steel and aluminium cans.
And there’s some sorting by hand.

The sorted rubbish is made into a range of useful
products. Glass is turned into sand, and paper and
card into tissue paper, newsprint and other
stationery and packaging. 

Plastic bottles are made into a
variety of products, from

underground piping to fleece
jackets! Cans and aerosols become new steel or
aluminium products of all types.
