I’ve never done a show yet that went to
plan – we always have a bit of a laugh.

What is the funniest thing that has 
ever happened at one of your shows?
I did a demonstration in Dawlish near
where I live in Devon. It’s a very 
picturesque town with a river running
through. One of the ducks went in 
the river followed by one of the dogs. 
I ended up in the river as well trying to
catch her, it was very funny.

Why do you like bringing your show 
to Lambeth? 
This is my second year at the Lambeth
Country Show.

Birds of prey

Andrew Charlton
is the founder of
Berkley Owls,
one of the most
respected owl rescue centres in the UK.
Andrew has been showing his owls at the
Lambeth Country Show for over ten years
and talks to us about his work.  

Why did you decide to work with owls?
One day I was offered a pair of barn owls.
They were close to death. I helped them
recover and from then on it snowballed. 
I started to rescue owls. I’d help them to
recover and then release them. That was
over twenty years ago. There’s nothing
better than to see a rescued owl fly back
into the wild.

What can we expect from the show?
This year there will be more owls than ever
before and they will be doing something
extra-special – something never seen in 
an outdoor arena in the UK.

If people are brave
enough to come into the arena they will
see owls flying very close by.

What is the strangest thing that’s 
ever happened during a show?

I called him back 
and he flew over my head and landed on
the safety barrier between two children.
They were amazed.

Why do you like bringing your display 
to the Lambeth Country Show?
I’ve been coming to Lambeth for over 
ten years. I do shows to raise money for
Berkley Owls, my owl rescue sanctuary,
but also I love to see people’s faces –
especially children – when they handle 
the owls and see them flying so close.
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The Charities zone is designed around
working together for a better world.
Organisations and activities will encourage
you to give something back to the
community, which sets it apart from the other
zones, with lots of fun activities to enjoy while
the sun shines.
