	Older Peoples Mental Health

· Lambeth has a high level of long term care run by South London & Maudsley NHS Trust. 

· Aim to provide more services in community and reduce the number of hospital beds.

· The number of Mental Health teams will be reduced from 4 to 3 and they will be aligned to day services in the borough.

· Move away from institutional care.

· Lambeth PCT and Adult and Community Services have submitted a bid for additional funding to the Kings Fund.

· Additional work needs to be done around specialist housing for older adults with mental health problems.

ACTION: Feedback required on the day services review which was undertaken in 2005.
