What happens next?

Once we have received your application we will contact you within 7 days to arrange to come and inspect your premises, the initial inspection will normally be within 14 days of receiving your application form, once we have visited and as long as we are satisfied that all of the conditions are fulfilled, according to current good practice guidelines, your licence will be issued and sent to you. As long as all national and local criteria are satisfied we aim to issue a licence within 28 days of the date of your initial application being received.
Please note that we may need to carry out further inspections after the first visit and that we may also need to take photographs.
It is Lambeth council policy to work with you to actively promote business within the Borough and we will do everything possible to help to advise you on how to make a successful application.
Under no circumstances are you to board animals prior to having a licence issued, you should also be aware that you will be under scrutiny and your property may be visited without prior warning and so it would be good practice, in the short period of time in between submitting your application and receiving your licence, not to have any confusion as to running a business from your property i.e. looking after a friends pet for free
