The end of the academic year is usually a time when schools share end of year reports with parents and carers. It is good practice to ensure that the child’s social worker is provided with a copy of this report.  This can then be held in the child’s file along with the PEP and assist the local authority accurately monitor the young person’s educational progress and outcomes.
Support Staff Initiative- Final Report
The final report on the pilot initiative aimed at developing the role and expertise of school support staff to assist the role of the designated teacher for looked after children has been developed.
The findings suggest that the pilot was successful in developing the skills of support staff to provide support for LAC in school.  Recommendations have been shared with senior CYPS officers and a summary and final version of the report will appear on the LACEAT website from September 2008.
