The new totally rebuilt centre offers six
outdoor all-weather pitches for football,
tennis and netball, floodlighting, a new
indoor pavilion with a sprung floor studio
for fitness classes, changing rooms with
integrated disabled changing space,
team and officials’ changing space,
disabled parking spaces, community
meeting rooms and office space.

“This is a great new centre with
something for everyone,” said Councillor
Clare Whelan, executive member for
environment (above right, with Mayor Tim
Sargeant and local MP Kate Hoey).
Services at the centre are provided by
Fusion, a not-for-profit organisation, on
behalf of Lambeth Council. Funding for
the centre came from Sport England,
Lambeth Council, the London
Development Agency’s Single
Regeneration Budget, the Waites
Memorial Fund and the Football
Association.

The centre, in Nursery Road SW9 8PB, is
open Monday to Friday from 9.30am to
9.30pm, and on Saturdays and Sundays
from 9am to 8pm.

The study, commissioned by Brixton Area Forum,
Lambeth Council and the London Development
Agency, will feed into the Brixton plan.

The Carnegie Library, a beautiful Grade II
listed building, opened in 1906. “It has been
neglected and under-used for too long,” says
Councillor Clare Whelan. “The new
investment is part of our commitment to
restore and celebrate its heritage and offer a
top-flight 21st century library service.”

Brixton Town Centre management is
looking into toilets - where to site safe,
pleasant WC facilities in Brixton.

Tube unveiling by Christmas?

Metronet Rail BCV Ltd, the new
company managing Brixton tube
station, has confirmed that most of
the scaffolding and hoardings should
be gone before Christmas. The full
refurbishment of the station, including
lifts, escalator and new-look entrance
hall, is due for completion within the
next 12 months.

Brockwell Lido secured 

The famous Brockwell Lido in
Brockwell Park, Herne Hill, is safe.
The management and operation of the
Lido will be taken over in January by
Fusion, a not-for-profit organisation
that currently provides services at
Lambeth’s recently refurbished
Ferndale Community Sports Centre.

The Department for Culture, Media
and Sport has also announced the
Grade II listing of  the outdoor pool.

The Lido, one of Lambeth’s finest art
deco jewels from the 1930s,  has
survived virtually unaltered since its
opening in 1937. The building still
retains many of its distinguishing
features - including the fine square
clock, the art deco lettering on the
café and the original streamlined
pavilion buildings. It was built at the
height of the popularity of open-air
pools, and has enjoyed a renaissance
since the mid-1990s.
