	Disability Equality Scheme - Presentation by Gerald Gohler

Disability Equality scheme needs to be in place by early December.

6 general duties for the Council under DDA 2005

· Promote equality of opportunity between disable persons and other persons

· Eliminate discrimination that is unlawful under the Act

· Eliminate harassment of disabled persons related to their disability

· Promote positive attitudes towards persons

· Encourage participation by disabled persons in public life

· Take steps to take account of disabled persons disabilities, even where that involves treating disabled persons more favourably than other persons
· Three year action plan to be developed to address issues:
· How Council will monitor issues around inequalities

· How services will be provided/designed
· Departmental action plans being developed.  The overall plan will be pulled together by the Equalities team.

· The first draft of the scheme will be available by the end of August.

· Two consultation events will be held on 7th and 12th September at 336 Brixton Road.

· Final draft of the plan needs to be complete by 27th October.

	Local Area Agreements - Presentation by John Kerridge

· Local Area Agreements (LAA) will have a significant effect on the way public bodies fund the voluntary and community sector.

· It is a contract between the local authority and central government.

· Central Government have been rolling out LAA since 2005.  Lambeth is in the 3rd round.

· Agreement needs to be in place by 1st April 2007.

· Objectives:

· Improve local and central government relationships

· Partnership working

· Local authority enhance community leadership role
· LAA split into 4 blocks:

· Child and young people

· Safer and stronger communities

· Economic development

· Healthier Communities and Older People

· Lambeth has an additional block – Community/Social Cohesion – this is cross cutting.

· Mandatory targets around health and social care

Reducing health inequalities

Reduction in premature mortality

Promoting independence

· Consultation event being organised by CEN/LVAC for 16th August
