	Key issues for older people in the local community

Time of day activities are held, more access to professional advice, lack of clear information, transport.
What would help?

Good public locations, proper timely information, occasional local information days, higher Police presence, agencies to be more pro-active, information at the point of transition.

LAA update – stretch targets are being finalised.  These are targets for which the borough will be given additional money if targets are reached.

Income maximisation – new Benefits Support Service

There is currently a very poor take up of benefits within the borough and this impacts directly on the amount of central government funding received.

ACTION: Valerie Dinsmore to be invited to attend the next meeting to provide more information on the proposed service.

The PCT are also looking at their benefits advice service and this information could feed into the work being done by Valerie Dinsmore.

	Developing Independent Advocacy in Lambeth
The issue around advocacy was originally raised at a meeting of the Health and Social Care Executive.  There is very little independent advocacy support in the borough.
A quick mapping exercise to establish the levels of advocacy in was undertaken and it emerged that there was no funded advocacy for older people and adults with physical disabilities in the borough.
A number of recommendations were made in the report and a working group was established to undertake further work but little progress has been made so far.

ACTION: Advocacy to be considered as part of the review of Voluntary Sector contracts.

	6. 
	Older Peoples Mental Health
Mental services for older people are a significant element of Health and Social Care services.
There is a higher expectation that people will suffer from some form of mental health problem as they get older.  There are two main causes: Cognitive impairment – dementia and depression.

Support needs to be offered to people around depression and the PCT, Lambeth Council and SLAM are looking to bring services together in a much more customer focussed way.

10-15% of older people will have depression that adversely affects their day to day lives.

Prevention links to the well-being agenda.
Support needs to be at the right time/place on a basis of identified need and the level of support needs to be proportionate to the level of need.

25% of people over the age of 80 suffer some form of dementia.  This is becoming more of an issue as people live longer. 
Proposals were presented for the re-design of mental health services for older people around the one stop shop model on 3 sites across the borough in the North, South West and South East.
Feasibility work on the proposed sites still needs to be undertaken.

	Commission for Sheltered Housing
Review of sheltered housing in the borough which will lead to the development of a strategy.  The Commission consists of elected members, senior officers, the voluntary sector, tenant’s reps and the health service.
The Commission will look at all sheltered housing services across the borough and is expected to reach a conclusion in 5/6 months.

Terms of reference for the group and the code of conduct are currently being updated.
