Norwood Park was packed on Saturday 16 August for
the first-ever Family Fun Day, organised by the
Friends of Norwood Park, in partnership with
Norwood Town Centre Office.

The event was opened by Deputy Mayor of Lambeth
Councillor Irene Kimm, who released a bunch of
balloons to spread the message throughout the area
that the Family Fun Day had started.

A Food Court featured stalls selling food from different
corners of the globe, complemented by the opening
of the Kiosk by the playground, and a pair of large
gazebos provided accommodation for a wide variety
of local community groups.

Performances through the day included a wonderful
production by the Trinity Baptist Youth on the perils of

drugs, dancing by the children and young people of
Tulse Hill Adventure Playground, a Steel Band and an
impromptu fancy dress competition.

“This was a wonderful event which was so well
attended by so many, showing the true diversity of the
local community.

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Community grants
for Norwood

The first community grants have
been awarded under Lambeth
Council’s new area committee
system in Norwood.

They include £1,500 for Emmanuel
Church in Clive Road to landscape
and provide benches in the
community centre forecourt, £500
to Norwood Action Group for
environmental work, including
project development, on St Luke’s
Gardens, £500 to the Friends of
Knight’s Hill Park to help with park
improvements, and £500 to
develop a management group for
Knight’s Hill Wood.

Major schemes being assessed for
future funding include a package
of improvements for the surrounds
of Tulse Hill Station, consultation
on a road block across Aubyn Hill,
environmental improvements at
shopping parades in Rosendale
Road and contributions towards
the cost of new pelican crossing
on dangerous roads.

“Local residents have been
involved in identifying schemes,
which would improve their
neighbourhoods. A number of the
schemes are managed and
organised by local volunteers and
it is a good example of Lambeth
supporting local community
groups. These are real projects,
which will improve the quality of
life for all residents,” said area
committee chair Councillor
Russell A'Court.

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Norwood Forum moves ahead

Crime and transport in Norwood will be two of the major issues to be tackled by the new-
look Norwood Forum in the next six months as it establishes a new role working alongside
the Area Committee.

As the Area Committee meetings got under way, it became clear that these would be
concerned primarily with council service delivery. A role therefore remains for the forum as
an opportunity for residents to spend more time debating key strategies for the area.

This could include discussion with speakers from organisations such as the Strategic Rail
Authority, the Greater London Authority, the local police and health service providers. The
forum can also call special public meetings on significant planning applications and gauge
public opinion on key environmental improvements, the use of community buildings and
other major council strategies.

By the time this issue of Norwood Eye reaches you, there will have been a special
September forum to discuss the Norwood Plan, a document which will outline the council’s
priorities for the area and form part of the overall Lambeth Community Plan, a 10 -15 year
strategy to focus on a single vision for the borough.

Some of the key local issues already identified include economic regeneration, public
transport and crime and community safety. Youth provision, environmental improvement,
secondary school places, community facilities, support for the community and voluntary
sector, and protecting heritage sites such as West Norwood Cemetery also feature high on
the list of local priorities.

From next year a new elected Forum management committee of five or six people will
replace the current 14-strong Norwood Partnership Board. The Area Committee will co-opt
three people from this committee, representing the business community, local community
groups and local young people under 25, to ensure the two bodies work together
constructively. There will also be two housing representatives co-opted, from the Upper
Norwood and Housing Forums. More information on co-options from Richard Buck on 020
7926 2185.

In the meantime, elections for youth, business, housing and resident (two places) vacancies
on the board will be held on the 23 October forum meeting.

The new committee is expected to be elected at the forum’s annual meeting in January .
Pat Fisher, former vice-chair, has been elected chair of the Board and Forum after the
resignation of Triumph Ayo-Isegun due to family commitments. John Lamont has been
elected vice-chair.
