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The Greater London Authority's Data Management and Analysis Group (DMAG) perodically produces population projections. The latest was released in 2004, based on the first revision of the 2001 Mid-year population estimate. 

Lambeth's population is projected to grow from 274,000 in 2001 to 341,000 in 2021. This in an increase of 24.5%, compared with an inner London growth rate of 20% and a Greater London rate of 14%. 

Lambeth had the highest number of households of any inner London borough in 2001. This is projected to grow by the same rate from almost 119,000 to 148,000.  This assumes a uniform household size of 2.3 people.  Greater London is projected to grow at a rate of 14%.  Inner London has a projected growth rate of 20%.  Tower Hamlets has highest projected growth rate of 44%. 

Age distribution: projected population aged 45-64 increases from 18 to 25%, and population aged 20-44 decreases from 45 to 38%, due to large percentage decreases in males aged 30-34, and smaller decrease in women aged 30-34. 

Male-female ratio. The proportion of Lambeth's population that is female is projected to rise from 49.3% to 52.1%.
