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STAGE ONE

New to English
	· Uses gestures to indicate meaning.
· Can name familiar objects.
· May be able to follow simple instructions.
· Imitates and echoes other pupils’ words and phrases.
· Is beginning to use basic question forms although not always correctly.
· Is beginning to use present and simple past tenses and negatives but with structural errors in all these.
· Will use most personal pronouns and possessives and some prepositions but not necessarily correctly.
	· Understands that print conveys meaning.
· Knows directionality of books in English.
· Knows that words sit on the line.
· Recognises some letters of the English alphabet and the sounds they convey.  Is beginning to recognise the rest.
· Can recognise own name.
· Is beginning to recognise words in familiar contexts.
· Can match sounds to works. 

	· May use pictures to convey meaning.
· Is beginning to copy words as a follow on from oral work.
· May be able to copy neatly, although may have difficulty copying from the board.
· May have difficulty forming letters and writing from left to right if used to another script.
· Is beginning to spell some simple commonly used words correctly.
· Writes some very simple sentences with support.

	
STAGE TWO

Becoming familiar
With English

















KS2

	· Is becoming more ‘in tune’ with English but still has large gap between passive understanding and active use.
· Understands simple conversational language and is starting to contribute and initiate.
· Can follow basic instructions but may have difficulties with more extended ones.
· Can retell a simple story and report events.
· Is using present tenses accurately.  Is becoming more confident with past simple although overusing ‘ed’ endings.  Is beginning to use future.  Can use some modals e.g. ‘could’, ‘must’.
· Is using most pronouns and possessives but still with some errors.
· Is using a wider vocabulary although still will not know some common words.


SPEAKING AND LISTENING

	· Has a growing enjoyment of books.
· Recognises all the letters of the alphabet and their sounds.
· Can read easy stories with repeating language, responding to basic punctuation in the text.
· Uses phonic cues as a reading strategy.
· Enjoys shared/paired reading and can relate what is read to personal experience.
· Is able to read high frequency words accurately and with understanding.
· Understands the difference between upper and lower case letters.
· Demonstrates knowledge of sequence of alphabet by using word books and dictionaries.
· Is beginning to use context cues as a strategy




READING

	· May find writing left to right laborious if used to another script.
· Is beginning to write simple accounts of activities she/he has been involved in, but needs support.
· Can write simple narratives on own without many errors, but needs close guidance for more complex tasks.  Unsupported writing reflects spoken language and is likely to show structural errors and inconsistencies of tense. 
· Is beginning to write about factual chronological events.
· Uses phonic clues as a strategy in writing and uses recognisable, although not necessarily correct, 
spelling in a range of commonly used words.



WRITING


	
	· Uses more complex sentences involving a wide range of connectives e.g. ‘and’, ‘but’, ‘because’, ‘when’, ‘if’ and adverbials e.g. ‘now’, ‘soon’, ‘sometimes’.
	· Is becoming a more fluent reader but with some miscues arising from unfamiliarity with English structures and vocabulary.
	

	
STAGE THREE

Becoming confident
as a user of English
	· Can retail and discuss more complex stories.
· Uses the range of present, past and future tenses.  Uses ‘must’, ‘could’, ‘would’.
· Uses all pronouns and possessives with some errors and a wide range of prepositions with more frequent errors.  Can correct these when pointed out.
· Is beginning to understand similes, metaphors and puns and to tell jokes.
· Understands complex, subject specific instructions.
	· Is becoming an independent reader in English.
· Makes effective use of alphabetical index and can select books for own use for information.
· Has a growing ability to make accurate predictions and infer meaning, although some difficulties still arise due to unfamiliarity with English structure.
· Is gaining a wider vocabulary from reading stories, poems and information books.
· Is willing to take risks as a reader but still needs support for subject specific language.
	· Is beginning to write independently in a range of writing styles with some awareness of appropriate vocabulary and English structures.
· Is able to complete simple forms and questionnaires correctly.
· Is beginning to revise and redraft in discussion with others.
· Uses a wide range of sentence connectives.
· Is able to write a clear set of instructions.
· Is able to put into writing a clear set of information from simple diagrams, graphs and maps.
· Is developing the ability to use simile and metaphor appropriately.

	
STAGE FOUR

A fluent user of English 
In most social and learning context
	· Understands and uses English confidently in most contexts.  May still need support with some idiomatic or culturally specific aspects of English.
	· Can read as expressively, fluently and confidently as monolingual peers but may continue to need support in anglocentric cultural content.
	· Writes independently and confidently in almost all contexts.  Makes few errors which are different in kind from those of a monolingual English writer.
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
